
Course Description:  Read 180 is a comprehensive reading intervention program designed to meet the needs of students whose reading achievement is below grade level. The instructional design of the program is based on the use of technology to enhance student learning. Elements of phonics, fluency, vocabulary, and comprehension are incorporated in various degrees. Topics and readings connect with general curriculum topics in other content areas.   For further information on the Read 180 program, visit http://teacher.scholastic.com/products/read180/overview/ .

Instructional Model:

A 2-day class rotation will resemble the following order (Fridays will be “catch-up” and extra help days):

1.  Students begin a warm-up activity quietly at their desks immediately upon arrival to class. 

2.  Teacher reviews the warm-up activity and then leads the entire class in a lecture/discussion time.  Students are expected to participate by giving appropriate verbal and written responses to discussion topics. 

3.  Students divide into three smaller groups and rotate to three different stations (20 minutes each):

a.  Independent Reading- students read a novel on their reading level in a comfortable environment at their own pace.

b.  Computer Center- students receive individualized computer-guided instruction on reading, vocabulary, and spelling.

c.  Small-Group Instruction – students will work with the teacher to build on reading skills worked on during whole-group instruction.

4.  Teacher then leads the class through a wrap-up review, allowing students to ask any last-minute questions regarding the learning objectives for the day.  

Texts: Scholastic rBook

Independent-leveled and high school level paperbacks and audiobooks

All textbooks, handouts, videos, and other resources will be provided by the teacher and will be used as needed throughout the course.

Materials:  Students will be given the necessary materials for this class.  They will have a folder with notebook paper
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Grading Weights:  

Computer Software:  40%

Classwork (Workbook, reading logs, journals, etc.):  30%

Major Assessments (Workshop final tasks, R Skills tests, essays):  30%
Make-Up Expectations:  If a student misses a class assignment, it is his/her responsibility to meet with the teacher during wrap-up review time about the missed work.  Students will have a maximum of one week to make-up any assignments.

Assignment / Assessment Guidelines:  The Scholastic Reading Inventory is used to place students in the appropriate instructional level and monitor progress.  This inventory is taken approximately four times per school year.  The computer software tracks the individual student’s results on each of the computer drills.  Assessment is also built into each of the skills activities.

Participation and Attendance:  Attendance and participation are critical to students’ success in this class.  The Read 180 program has the potential to help students achieve a lot of growth in their reading skills, but it requires focus and the motivation to learn!
Class Requirements and Expectations:
Classroom Expectations

Students are expected to:

1.  Enter quietly and be seated.

2.  Have materials ready for class.

3.  Begin work immediately.

4.  Participate and complete assignments.

5.  Follow instructions the first time given.

6.  Use appropriate language.

7.  Raise hand and wait to be recognized to speak or leave the classroom.

8.  Keep hands, feet, and objects to self.

Behavior: 

Students are also expected to follow all district and school guidelines.  Consequences for infractions include, but are not limited to, verbal warnings, loss of Eagle points, parent contact, and office referral.
